It
has to be the other way around. The child

needs to become independent in order to make

good use of freedom. The personal condition

of freedom needs the self-discipline that is

fostered by independence. This independence

leads to strong self-esteem. Throughout the

month, we encouraged students to be

responsible for show-n-tell, group time, and

classroom jobs as well as maintain the plants

and animals in the classroom. They are

learning to care for themselves and their enviramigy
avoiding doing for the child what the child is chjeof doing
for himself or herself, we can nurture the develeptrof self-
reliance. It can be a common pitfall for us to ctetgtasks for
which the child is responsible and is capable ofgleting.
Though it may actually take more time initially fibre child to
do age-appropriate tasks, the child's self conideand
independence will flourish as a result! So, rememéethe dog
days of summer arrive, let your child be your guate give
them the tools of independence that fosters pes#elf esteem.
